Membership Promotion

· Promote NBEA/NCBEA with e-mails and postcards

· Convention – To promote membership at the annual convention, the following is done:  

(1) NBEA/NCBEA booth is hosted at the exhibit hall.  The booth includes membership material, visuals, handouts, small gifts and candy.  Convention attendees can join or renew their NBEA membership at the booth.  I include incentives for new and current members such as free NBEA membership drawing, and drawings for prizes that include gift certificates for purchasing NBEA items.  Prizes are given at the business meeting.  

(2) A fundraising raffle of a large item ($100 value) is located at the convention booth.  Proceeds of the raffle go to support NCBEA.  

(3) During Friday’s convention luncheon, the annual NCBEA 50/50 fundraiser is held.  Half of the proceeds go to NCBEA and half to one lucky convention participant.  This cash prize is presented during IBEA’s Business Meeting.  

(4) I prepare a NBEA Convention Quiz to promote NBEA’s annual convention.  A prize is given to the winner with the highest score.  

(5) During IBEA’s Business Meeting, a group of NBEA members are on the agenda and given time to promote NBEA and the national convention.  During this time, a group of NBEA’s most talented business educators are known to sing, dance, and perform skits, etc. to encourage business educators to join NBEA and to attend the national convention.   

(6) NBEA information is included in the convention packet.
State Initiatives
· Iowa’s mentoring initiative included a session held at IBEA’s annual conference, and a Fall ICN session on Office 2007.  Supporting new business teachers in this way has proven successful.
· Iowa’s Model Curriculum is a project that includes many facets important to a business educator.  Work continues on this project.
· Summer 2008 Workshops sponsored by IBEA, Iowa’s state Program Management Committee and the Dept. of Ed. are extremely popular.  Workshops are held throughout the state with grad credit available.  Workshops are free for IBEA members.  Session topics included Office 2007, reading strategies, Dreamweaver, Photoshop, and Emerging Technology.
