Treasurer’s Report

Congratulations go to all members of the NCBEA Executive Board.  We cut our expenses enough this year that we were able to operate at a profit rather than a loss for the 2008-09 fiscal year.  Our total income was $15,268.60, total expenses, $9,006.92, leaving a net income of $6.261.68.

All eight states participated in the NBEA Professional Development Partnership for a total of eight $200.00 stipends provided by NCBEA to first time attendees at NBEA in Chicago.   Two states, Illinois and Wisconsin, have sent the $200 check for the stipend awards for next year.  I would appreciate having the checks from the six remaining states as soon as possible so that I can notify NBEA as to how many stipends we will provide for the 2010 NBEA Conference in San Diego. 

NCBEA is also presenting two $200 stipends for first time attendees at this conference through the NCBEA New Professional Development Program provided by past-presidents of this organization.  The balance remaining in the past-presidents fund is $130.00.  This will carry over to the past-presidents line item for next year.

Three states, Illinois, Minnesota, and Iowa, have held a fundraiser or made a donation to NCBEA following their fall conference.  

We are off to a good start for the 2009-10 year.  As of October 26 our income is $4,367.50, expenses, $2,742.06, leaving a net income of $1,625.44.

CD’s are still selling but will be slower this year as the CD has already been sold in all the states.  I have extra CD’s if anyone needs them.

The treasurer’s records have been audited for 2008-09.

We need to continue to work hard to keep expenses down and to increase income when possible.
