Call to Order—Barbara Bielenberg
President Bielenberg called the Administrative Board meeting to order at 7:45 p.m.
Roll Call—Beth Sindt

Secretary, Beth Sindt, called the roll. Sixteen members were in attendance.  Ex-officio members, Janet Treichel and Peter Meggison arrived at 8:40 p.m.
Welcome and Introductions—Barbara Bielenberg

Barb welcomed everyone to the meeting and indicated that Jan and Peter would bring greetings when they arrive at a later time.
Appointment of Parliamentarian/Determination of Voting Privileges — Barbara Bielenberg

Maurice Henderson will serve as parliamentarian for this meeting.  Maurice is a Professional Registered Parliamentarian through the National Association of Parliamentarians and is also a member of the American Institute of Parliamentarians.  The Chair will consult with the parliamentarian throughout the meeting as needed.  All members present may vote.  Any board member currently serving in more than one position will receive only one vote.  Throughout the meeting, votes will be taken by voice vote.  If a ballot vote is needed, tellers will be appointed to count the ballots.
Approval of Minutes (Springfield, Illinois)
(Appendix A)  Prior to this meeting, Beth e-mailed the November 1, 2006, Administrative Board Meeting minutes (Springfield, Illinois) to board members. There were corrections indicated on page 3, and the minutes were approved as corrected.
OFFICERS’ REPORTS

The reports will be posted on the NCBEA Web site and are included on the CDs that President Bielenberg distributed; therefore, it was recommended that reports be highlighted.
President’s Report—Barbara Bielenberg
(Appendix B)  Barb indicated that since arriving in New York, she has been keeping busy representing NCBEA at meetings and various functions.
Secretary’s Report—Beth Sindt
Beth mentioned that she will be sending past minutes to NBEA to be archived.

Treasurer’s Report—Twana Hulen
(Appendix C)  Twana reported that all eight (8) states donated to the NBEA stipend.  She has been receiving donations for the NCBEA Past Presidents’ stipends.  The 2007 Biennial Report for an Iowa Nonprofit Corporation was filed by Dianna Briggs.  Special publications income is $2,932.25, and Nancy’s expense for publishing the CDs is $982.43.  Column 2 heading of Twana’s report will be changed to 4-1-07 from 10-30-06.

Past-President’s Report—Nancy Zeliff
(Appendix D)  Nancy mentioned that there are 34 past NCBEA presidents.  The dessert event at this convention is Thursday from 1-2 p.m.  NBEA will bill NCBEA for the treats.  Seven (7) people said they are planning to attend this event; three (3) liked the time frame better than what it was at previous conventions.

NBEA Administrative Representative Report—Maurice Henderson
(Appendix E)  The NBEA convention attendance this year is expected to be the highest it has been since 1990; there are 1,400 pre-registered—457 first-time attendees.  A new corporate sponsor and exhibitor, Google, is sponsoring the President’s Reception and a Super Business in Action session.  The convention evaluation will be online and needs to be done by April 18 for next year’s planning committee.  Friday’s Featured Speaker session is gone; there will be additional concurrent sessions and a few repeat sessions.  The 2012 convention will be April 4-7 in Boston, Massachusetts.  Sharon Fisher-Larson is the 2007-2008 president-elect for NBEA.
NBEA Membership Representative Report—Bill Murphy
(Appendix F)  Bill attended a membership meeting with the other regional membership directors.  He reported that there is a slight increase in membership.  At the Membership Directors’ meeting, NCBEA’s requests were honored (i.e. last year’s membership numbers are now included).  Outstanding increases have been indicated on the reports.  Linda Rounsavall was also present at the meeting, and she has attended every regional convention this year.  She will meet with all five regional directors during this convention.  Suggestions for helping increase NBEA membership are as follows:  take the PowerPoint presentation on membership (What’s in it for ME?) and put it into a movie-maker program or on NBEA’s Web site as a pod cast (i.e. a message from the president), put a calendar on the Web site, put the Forum online or take an article from the Forum to put online, and create new recruitment materials such as some “one-liners.”  
Barb said the issue of membership goals was discussed in the meeting with the regional presidents.  Peter Meggison thought each state’s membership goal might be based on the number of business teachers in that state.

With the restructuring of the NBEA board, the NCBEA membership position will be eliminated from it.  In July the NCBEA board will need to decide how to handle this situation.  Sharon recommended that the bylaws committee get together now or very soon to provide options and to make a proposal at the summer meeting.  Vicky recommended options be e-mailed before the summer meeting.

Remarks by Special Guests
Peter Meggison welcomed the board to New York and talked about the program line-up.  Jan Treichel emphasized the importance of business educators networking and learning at the convention and taking information back to their respective states to enhance teaching and learning.  Jan expressed appreciation to NCBEA for providing great leaders and leadership to NBEA.
Student Representative Report—Jamie Smith
(Appendix G)  There were no additions to Jamie’s report.  She has enjoyed her year on the NCBEA board.  She will be looking for a job in the Kansas City area and plans to keep active in MBEA and NBEA.  As a side note, Jamie mentioned that she will be married in November and her last name will change to Ford.
STATE REPORTS
Barb Bielenberg requested that e-mail addresses be put on the state reports.  As was the practice for the officers’ reports, the state reports will be highlighted.

Illinois—Cathy Carruthers
(Appendix H)  Cathy mentioned that Karen Drage has been elected as the new Illinois representative on the NCBEA board.
Indiana—Greg Valentine
(Appendix I)  The Indiana conference will be held November 9-10.  This past year’s conference had 429 attendees.  Greg will begin “his” 3-year term on the NCBEA board in July.
Iowa—Jody Emerson
(Appendix J)  Jody’s 3-year term is over in June but has agreed to serve another 3-year term.
Michigan—Barb Bartosiewicz
(Appendix K)  Barb has agreed to be the NCBEA Awards Chairperson.
Minnesota—Robert (Bob) Murray
(Appendix L)  Bob mentioned that he will be taking the NCBEA CDs to the Minnesota meeting.
Missouri—Roger McMillian
(Appendix M)  In Roger’s absence, Laura Taylor mentioned that the dates for the Springfield, Missouri, NCBEA/MBEA summer convention are listed on this meeting’s agenda.  Laura said she will send the registration forms to Bill to put on the Web site.  Rooms are blocked at the Holiday Inn Express, but Laura and Michelle Lindsey have to make the reservations—don’t call the hotel.  All meetings will be at the University Plaza.

Ohio—Vicky Ryan
(Appendix N)  Vicky had nothing more to add to her report except that the M*A*S*H actor Jamie Farr will be at the Ohio convention in Toledo on October 18 and 19.

NCBEA Newsletter Editor Report—Sharon Fisher-Larson
(Appendix P)  Sharon handed out her report.  She reminded the state representatives to notify the state presidents to submit reports as soon as possible for the April 15 deadline.
ISBE Representative Report—Heather Phillips
In Heather Phillips’ absence, Barb Bielenberg mentioned that the ISBE convention is in Austria this year, as stated on this meeting’s agenda.
NCBEA Webmaster Report—Bill Murphy
(Appendix Q)  Bill’s report is on the CD and on the NCBEA Web site.  Please submit your reports to Bill for posting on the Web site prior to each NCBEA meeting.

Awards—Cathy Carruthers

(Appendix R)  Cathy gave everyone the 2006 NCBEA Distinguished Service Awards brochure (Appendix S).
Budget—Twana Hulen
Twana referred to the packet of financial reports and materials (Appendix C).  The column 2 heading of Twana’s report will be changed to 4-1-07 from 10-30-06.  There was also discussion about the line item “Membership Committee”; it should have $2,900 in the budget instead of $2,700, as each state representative should get $300.  Twana will take $200 from the “Share of NBEA Board Expenses,” making it $3,800 instead of $4,000, and add $200 to “Membership Committee,” making it $2,900 instead of $2,700.

In Roger’s absence, Sharon talked about the publications.  She gets more requests for the 3-publication CD than the others.  Sharon requested labels for student members so that she could send them information about the publications.  Jamie confirmed that she got one of these special mailings.
Membership—Bill Murphy
(Appendix U) There were no additions to Bill’s report on the CD.
Nominating—Nancy Zeliff
(Appendix V)  Nancy mentioned that the student representative needs to be selected as soon as possible.  She also mentioned that, according to the parliamentarian, the president is not to serve on the Nominating Committee.
Publications—Sharon Fisher-Larson
Sharon had no additional information than what was already shared in the Marketing/Linkages report.
Strategic Planning—Barb Bielenberg

(Appendix Y)  Cathy Carruthers provided the final draft of the proposed revisions to the Awards Committee section of the handbook.  The following changes should be noted:  Student Representative will be taken out of Awards and put into Nominations; language will be updated to reflect current practices; Emerging Professional award will be added; change 5 b. on page 4 to include e-mail; acquire plaque; outgoing President plaque.
(Motion #4)—Maurice Henderson moved that we adopt the changes to the awards section of the Policy & Procedures manual as presented.  Motion carried.

Business Minutes Committee—Beth Sindt
(Appendix Z)  After making one punctuation correction, the November 2, 2006, minutes of the Annual Business Meeting were approved by the ad hoc Minutes Approval Committee (Bill Murphy, Vicky Ryan, and Laura Taylor).
