Call to Order—Kimberly Schultz
President Kimberly Schultz called the Administration Board meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.
Welcome and Introductions—Kimberly Schultz

Kimberly welcomed everyone to the meeting and gave introductions.

Remarks by Special Guests

Sharon Fisher-Larson joined our meeting at 7:15 p.m. and welcomed everyone to Chicago and the convention.  Sharon gave an overview of the convention, emphasizing an enhanced format with extra sessions and the return of round tables on Friday.  She encouraged us to listen to the excellent Keynote speakers throughout the convention. Sharon announced that the president’s party honoring her as an NBEA president from the NCBEA region will be held Thursday evening in her suite. Sharon said she was proud to be from Illinois and Wisconsin. She said it has been wonderful being president this year and wonderful working with Jan Treichel.  Sharon announced that we have a great organization and we have a challenge – we have to do something about increasing membership.  We need to maintain our professional growth.
Sharon spent some time talking about the NCBEA fundraising activities CD. She brought 500 CDs with her and challenged everyone to take them back to their states and sell them next fall. The CDs sell for $10/each.  Sharon shared marketing materials and emphasized how important it is to get the materials in the various state newsletters.

Laura thanked Sharon for all the time she has put into this project.  Total sales for CDs so far has been $2,639.

Sharon challenged everyone to start talking about the next CD, entitled Reach for the Stars!, and get the word out about the excellent activities included on the new CD.
Janet Treichel joined us at 7:20 p.m. She said she was glad to see everyone in Chicago, she was looking forward to the convention, and thanked everyone for their work.  She thanked Karen Drage for serving as hospitably chair at convention and thanked Kimberly for her work on the Board.  She is looking forward to San Diego next year.  Janet said that given the economic times, we are doing very well with this convention, and this is the right year to be in Illinois. Attendance is up from last year and there is excellent support from the Illinois Department of Education. Illinois is a strong state. The NBEA Board made the decision to go outside of the region for the 5-year convention-site rotation.

STANDING COMMITTEE REPORTS
Awards—Jody Emerson

(Appendix L) Jody reported that she did submit a timeline that has been approved by Kimberly.  She has sent awards materials out to all the states and hopes to see the information on each state’s Website. The deadline for award nominations is May 31, but that deadline could be extended to June 30 and still have enough time to get everything done before the October 29-30 NCBEA convention. Budget—Twana Hulen

(Appendix M) General discussion for clarification included:
· There is a net income now due largely because of membership dues sent from the national office, but there still are some expenses to be paid.
· Membership income was lowered to $8,000 from $10,000.

· Fundraisers income was raised to $1,500 from $800.

· Special Publications income was lowered to $2,500 from $4,000.

· Administration Board Meetings expense was lowered to $2,500 from $5,000 because of the change in the meeting reimbursement policy.

· The President’s expense stayed the same.

Items were left the same or adjusted by what was spent in the past.  The designated amount of $150 reimbursement for Board meeting expenses is a much better way to keep a handle on that item.
Legislative – Laura Taylor

(Appendix N) Laura encouraged Board members to attend the legislative session at the NBEA convention and to keep an eye on CTE funding, the stimulus package, and Perkins money.
Marketing/Linkages – Vicki Ryan

Vicki asked if we wanted to do a CD again. All Board members agreed that NCBEA should continue creating a teacher’s activity CD to raise funds.

Discussion ensued on how to make the CD more profitable. The conversation about CDs was tabled so that Board members could come up with a theme. Theme ideas can be e-mailed.

Laura announced that the past president’s meeting is only for past presidents. They will be talking about the past president’s stipend.

Membership – Maurice Henderson

Maurice was not present, but Sharon did say that membership is down. Kimberly encouraged Board member to keep encouraging other business teachers to join NBEA, which includes NCBEA membership.
Nominating – Laura Taylor

Laura sent out inquires for current open positions on the Board and for the vacant student representative position. She did have one application for president-elect and a couple of others express interest. She hopes to have the election process done by Survey Monkey and easily compiled. Program of Work – Beth Sindt

Beth asked the state representative to send her the dates for the state conventions for 2009-2010. Beth reported that she is still working on the Program of Work.  She will have the final update in the fall because it has to be matched with NBEA.
