Call to Order—Laura Taylor
President Taylor called the Administrative Board meeting to order at 6:10 p.m.  Special guests, Michelle Lindsay and Jim Rucker welcomed the Board and gave an overview of the conference.
Roll Call—Beth Sindt

Secretary pro tem, Beth Sindt, called the roll. Sixteen members were in attendance.

Welcome and Introductions—Laura Taylor
Laura welcomed everyone to the meeting.  Laura appointed Beth Sindt to serve as secretary in the absence of Sue Elwood.
Appointment of Parliamentarian/Determination of Voting Privileges — Barbara Bielenberg

Maurice Henderson will serve as parliamentarian for this meeting.  Maurice is a Professional Registered Parliamentarian through the National Association of Parliamentarians and is also a member of the American Institute of Parliamentarians.  The Chair will consult with the parliamentarian throughout the meeting as needed.  All members present may vote.  Any board member currently serving in more than one position will receive only one vote.  Throughout the meeting, votes will be taken by voice vote.  If a ballot vote is needed, tellers will be appointed to count the ballots.
Approval of Minutes (New York City, New York)
(Appendix A)  Prior to this meeting, the minutes from the April 3, 2007, Administrative Board Meeting (New York, New York) were e-mailed to board members.  Hearing no objections or corrections, the minutes were approved as written.
OFFICERS’ REPORTS

The reports will be posted on the NCBEA Web site and/or are included on the CDs that President Taylor distributed.
President’s Report—Laura Taylor
(Appendix B)  President Taylor highlighted her report, indicating that she has been in close contact with the Missouri conference planning committee, the NBEA president, and the NCBEA president-elect.  She also spoke about Perkins funding and other legislative issues.
Secretary’s Report—Beth Sindt
Beth reported that Sue Elwood regretted not being able to make the trip to Springfield for the conference.  Beth and Sue will get together to discuss the conference and meetings.
Treasurer’s Report—Twana Hulen
(Appendix C)  Twana explained the expenses of two items—Share of NBEA Board Expenses, which was $551.62 over the budgeted amount, and Treasurer Audit Expense, which was $490 over the budgeted amount.  The Share of NBEA Board Expenses included executive board meetings in both Tampa and New York City.  There was a full audit of the books due to the change in the treasurer.
President Taylor read the original cover letter from the audit, as the audit was just completed July 22.
(Motion #1)—Twana moved to accept the auditor’s report.  The motion carried.
Past-President’s Report—Barb Bielenberg
(Appendix D)  After highlighting her report, Barb mentioned that if possible, the states should compensate the NCBEA president for the registrations and possibly rooms at the state conventions.
President-Elect—Kimberly Schultz
(Appendix E)  Kimberly’s report indicates that she has been busy reviewing duties of her position and has started compiling materials to give to the next president-elect.
NBEA Administrative Representative Report—Maurice Henderson
(Appendix F)  Maurice has been updating the pages of policies and procedures manual and has given those to Bill for the Web site.  He sent a survey to state representatives to complete so accurate information on the states’ conventions can be used to update the convention handbook.  Maurice will also be taking over as the membership chair.
Student Representative Report—Demetri Andrews
Demetri is just getting started with the board and is looking forward to learning a lot about NCBEA in the near future.
STATE REPORTS
Barb Bielenberg requested that e-mail addresses be put on the state reports.  As was the practice for the officers’ reports, the state reports will be highlighted.

Illinois—Karen Drage
(Appendix G)  November 7-9 is the Illinois convention.  Membership information and other items are on the report, which Cathy Carruthers prepared for this meeting.
Indiana—Greg Valentine
Greg will send his report to Laura, as he has been out of the state on business.  He reported that he was able to set up tours for the NBEA conventions the past couple of years.
Iowa—Jody Emerson
(Appendix H)  October 12 and 13 is the IBEA convention, and the marketing instructors have been encouraged to attend this convention.
Michigan—Barb Bartosiewicz
(Appendix I)  Barb handed out a post card promoting the October 24-26 Michigan convention at the Bavarian Inn in Frankenmuth.
Minnesota—Robert (Bob) Murray
(Appendix J)  Bob mentioned that the fall convention is set for September 27-28; the tentative program is on their website.  The spring mini-conference was held in Faribault.
Missouri—Roger McMillian
(Appendix K)  Roger reported that there are 529 people registered for this conference (including NCBEA), so they are down about 50 people.  Leslie Kerns was named interim director of business education and marketing programs for the State Department of Education.
Ohio—Stella Hull
Stella’s report is not in the packet or on the CD, so Laura will send it to the board members.  Stella reported that Jamie Farr will be the keynote speaker at their conference.  Jamie’s keynote session will be open to more than just the OBTA.
Wisconsin—Jen Wegner
Jen’s report is not in the packet or on the CD, so Laura will send it to the board members.  Jen mentioned that the makeup of their board will change November 1.  She will take over the NCBEA newsletter duties from Sharon.  
NCBEA Newsletter Editor Report—Sharon Fisher-Larson
(Appendix L)  Sharon handed out her report and noted the deadlines for the newsletter are moved up.  Also, the student representative and the president-elect positions needed to be added to the sheet listing newsletter responsibilities. Sharon would like EVERYONE give information on him/herself as well as an up-to-date photo.

Sharon mentioned that when she became president-elect of NBEA she would have to give up the Newsletter Editor position.  After contemplating that, she decided that she could stay on for a while.  Jen Wagner volunteered to take on this position while she finishes her Wisconsin representative position and then continue serving on the board.

There was discussion about appointing a person to a position for a certain period of time.  For example, if the president appoints a person to the board, doesn’t that person’s term end when the president’s term ends?  

President Taylor appointed Jen Wegner to be Newsletter Editor immediately, finishing this year plus serve one more year.

STANDING COMMITTEE MEETINGS/REPORTS

Awards—Barb Bartosiewicz
(Appendix M)  The report that is on the CD was prepared prior to the meeting held last night, July 24.  The nominations process will begin around the first of August.  Barb also pointed out that retired persons are eligible for NCBEA awards but not the NBEA awards.  

Barb said the committee discussed having a logo for the plaques.  NCBEA has only the logos that show the eight states in the NCBEA region.  If we have a new logo, the whole board will have to approve it.  Greg said he will contact Matt Hankins to see if he will take a digital photo of his plaque from Sue Reid.  Barb was given suggestions about where to have the plaques made.  She will e-mail her updated committee report to the secretary.
Budget—Twana Hulen
Twana referred to the packet of financial reports and materials (Appendix C).  The only other item that was mentioned was the retreat in St. Louis, which cost $6,833.32.

Legislative—Laura Taylor
(Appendix N) Laura’s  report is on the CD; she emphasized the Perkins information.  On the template for the state reports, the representatives should add the legislative contact and e-mail address.  It was also suggested that future conference dates (2 or more years out) should be added.
Marketing/Linkages—Roger McMillian/Greg Valentine
(Appendix O)  The cost of mailing CDs has increased.  The committee recommends that $1.75 should be charged for mailing them.  The committee would like to see the NCBEA vision and mission statement on the web site.  The committee wanted to know why the states are directed to submit ten copies of convention program.  Sharon mentioned that since things are done electronically, probably ten copies are not needed.

The committee suggested that the press release be given to the Awards chair to develop.

NCBEA does not want to put the CD of Activities on the Web for free use.  We should advertise the new CD for $5 and the combined CD (years 2002, 2004, and 2006) for $15.  At our conventions when we promote NBEA membership, we should tell people they can have the 2002-2006 CD free if they join NBEA.

Publications—Sharon Fisher-Larson
(Appendix P)  Sharon urged the board to start publicizing the new CD.  She also mentioned that the quality of the activities has declined.  Because of this fact, Sharon had to say “no” to several activities for this CD.

Jen will help Sharon create the new CD.  Since Sharon is going off the board, Laura appointed Jen Wegner to be the chair of the Publications Committee.


President Taylor will be sending an updated directory with the new chairs listed.
Membership—Maurice Henderson
(Appendix Q)  June is a VERY big renewal month for many members, and there should be a reminder campaign in May.  Maurice would like to see our region increase membership more than other states.
Nominating—Barb Bielenberg
(Appendix R)  Barb informed the board of the elected positions that need to be filled.  They are president-elect, student representative, Missouri representative (new representative will be Michelle Lindsey), and Wisconsin representative.  It was recommended that Wisconsin business educators elect a person for the NCBEA board one year in advance, as currently there seems to be a “limbo” period.
Appointed positions—Newsletter and Webmaster

Going off the board are Barb Bielenberg, past president; Bill Murphy, NBEA membership representative and Webmaster; Roger McMillian, Missouri representative; Jen Wegner, Wisconsin representative; Sharon Fisher-Larson, newsletter editor; and Demetri Andrews, student representative.
Program of Work—Kimberly Schultz
Kim needs to have convention dates as soon as possible.  The adoption of the program of work will be approved at the spring meeting.  NCBEA and Michigan’s joint convention is October 3-4, 2008 in Grand Rapids.

Strategic Planning—Laura Taylor
(Appendix S)  Laura updated the Strategic Plan, which is on the CD.
SPECIAL COMMITTEE REPORTS

Bylaws/Handbook—Maurice Henderson
(Appendix T)  Maurice and Barb went through the bylaws and redlined items that were discussed in yesterday’s committee meetings.  These will have to be approved during the NCBEA business meeting next year in October.

(Motion #2)—Barb Bielenberg moved that the NCBEA Administrative Board recommend the adoption of the proposed bylaw amendments as presented to the membership during the business meeting in October 2008.  Motion carried.

Convention Planning Handbook—Maurice Henderson
Maurice’s goal is to get the Convention Handbook done this school year.
