Call to Order—Laura Taylor

President Laura Taylor called the Administration Board meeting to order at 6:35 p.m.
Roll Call—Sue Elwood

Secretary Sue Elwood called the roll.  Ten members answered role and a quorum was established.  Ex-officio member Sharon Fisher Larson and visitor Ethel Halladay arrived at 7:10 p.m., Member Jen Wegner arrived at 7:50 p.m., Member Twana Hulen arrived at 8:35 p.m., and Ex-officio Member Jim Rucker arrived at 9:20 p.m.
Welcome and Introductions—Laura Taylor
Laura welcomed everyone to the meeting.  She gave introductions and talked about members who were going to be late because of cancelled flights.

Appointment of Parliamentarian/Determination of Voting Privileges—Laura Taylor
Maurice Henderson will serve as parliamentarian for this meeting.  Maurice is a Professional Registered Parliamentarian through the National Association of Parliamentarians and is also a member of the American Institute of Parliamentarians.  The Chair will consult with the parliamentarian throughout the meeting as needed.  All members present may vote.  Any board member currently serving in more than one position will receive only one vote.  Throughout the meeting, votes will be taken by voice vote.  If a ballot vote is needed, tellers will be appointed to count the ballots.

Approval of July 2007 Administrative Board Minutes (Springfield, MO)—Sue Elwood
(Appendix A)  Prior to this meeting, the minutes from the July 25, 2007, Administrative Board Meeting (Springfield, MO) were e-mailed to board members.  Bill Murphy pointed out that Janet Treichel’s last name had been miss-spelled under Ex-officio Members Absent on the first page.   Minutes were approved as corrected.
OFFICERS’ REPORTS

President’s Report—Laura Taylor 

(Appendix B) President Taylor highlighted her report, indicating that she prepared a progress report regarding the NCBEA Program of Work and submitted to the NBEA Board.  The NCBEA Polices and Procedure were reviewed. The NCBEA Board Directory was updated.  President Taylor communicated with board members.  Laura attended all eight state meetings and thanked the state representatives for their help with those meetings.  At the Iowa Business Education Association convention in October, President Taylor met with Kimberly Schultz and Barb Bielenberg to discuss financial challenges.  Requests were sent to board members to submit reports to Bill Murphy, the Web Master, to be posted on the website.  A listing of all upcoming conferences can be found in Laura’s report.

Secretary’s Report—Sue Elwood

Sue reported that she met with Beth Sindt to become acquainted with the duties of the NCBEA secretary and related to the Board that she was looking forward to the challenges of her position.

Treasurer’s Report—Twana Hulen

Twana’s plane was delayed due to flight delays.  Her Treasurer’s Report will be given later in the meeting with the Budget Report.
Past President’s Report—Barb Bielenberg

(Appendix D) Barb reported that she prepared the agenda for NCBEA Past Presidents’ meeting scheduled for Thursday, March 20 in the Travis Room.  She expects eight to ten past presidents to attend. She sent contributions to Treasurer Twana Hullen. Barb prepared a Nomination Committee report and received ballots for the President-elect position.
President-elect’s Report—Kimberly Schultz

(Appendix E) Kimberly was not able to make it in time for the Board meeting due to flight cancellations.  Her report can be found on the CD or on the NCBEA Web site.

NBEA Administrative Representative Report—Maurice  Henderson

(Appendix F) Maurice reported that he attended the NBEA Board meeting held in San Antonio in November.  He maintained close communication with President Laura Taylor and the NBEA Board as needed.  Maurice submitted a newsletter article.  During Maurice’s report, Barb Bielenberg asked when his term expired; Maurice responded his term ends in 2010.  Laura indicated that there are some challenges with the re-organization and she appreciates Maurice’s communication.
NBEA Membership Representative Report—Bill  Murphy

(Appendix G) Bill’s report included the following updates from the Membership Committee meeting that was held earlier in the day on March 18, 2008.  NBEA is down in membership – Alice Huskey’s membership is currently at 90% in Tennessee.  The Southern Region held a competition to increase membership by 5 percent.  No one in that region met the goal.  The Membership Committee members recommended trying the competition again for the coming year..  NBEA is concerned and encourages us to continue to increase membership.  Laura asked how NBEA arrives at the number of potential members for each state.  Bill reported that numbers are based on various reports NBEA receives from data collection agencies, states, and the Departments of Education.  The data does not reflect business certified teachers who have accepted other positions.  The consensus is that the information is very inaccurate.  How do we correct that?

The Membership Committee continued with a discussion on how membership can be increased and how efforts can be done to increase attendance at the NBEA convention.  A technology task force was formed because it is felt that NBEA is way behind our students in technology.  The task force will look into interactive technology formats such as podcasts, Webinars, and blogs.
President-elect candidates Jean Hara from Hawaii and Karen S. Williams from California talked about how things are changing.  Point covered included:

· Keyboarding is no longer our bread and butter.
· We have to move beyond the old ideas of what business education is. 
· There is a whole other group of people out there that we can interest in business education membership:  Marketing, Management, and Economics.

Karen did get elected as the Membership Committee’s President-elect.  There was also discussion on changing the name from NBEA to something more inclusive of other interest areas.
Remarks by Special Guests

Sharon Fisher Larson asked to suspend the agenda for 10 minutes. Hearing no objections, the agenda was suspended to talk about the Saturday morning Chicago NBEA convention invitation.  Sharon extended an invitation to anyone from the NCBEA region to come to practice.  Sharon emphasized that membership is a big issue and we need to energize and get people motivated to join NBEA and attend the national convention.
Creative Activities CDs – Sharon has 5 orders at home and had gotten 35 orders since the last board meeting.  The next CD, Reach for the Stars activities deadline is May 15.  No activities for the CD have been received yet.
We resumed to our regular agenda.
Student Representative Report—Demetri Andrews

Illinois—Karen Drage

(Appendix I) Karen was gone.  Her report can be found on the CD.

Indiana—Greg Valentine

(Appendix J)  Greg reported that they had their state conference and charged people to come to the conference (reserved value).  The next conference will be held November 14-15.  There are 1,400 business education teachers in the state.  Approximately 300 are members; 120 are postsecondary.  There are only three schools in the state that are offering business education degrees.  Greg (University of Southern Indiana) has 13 business education methods students this year and will not offer methods again for three years.  There are teaching positions open throughout the state.  Ball State has about the same number of students; Indiana State has a few less.
Iowa—Jody Emerson

(Appendix K) The Iowa Business Education Association hosted its fall convention in Des Moines.  Attendance was up a little with just over 200 participants.  The convention theme was IBEA – Investing in the Future with David Williamson giving the Keynote address.  The Program Management Committee’s goal for this year is to focus on process not on product, with emphasis on professional development of Iowa business educators.  This was the second year for the Iowa BEST award, which was very successful.  Jody hosted a booth at convention and gave out two 1-year NBEA memberships and a gift certificate to buy NBEA products.  The University of Northern Iowa is the only university in Iowa that offers the business teacher education program.  IBEA has four student members.  Jody raised about $300 through fund raising to contribute to NCBEA.

Michigan—Barb Bartosiewicz

(Appendix L)  Barb reported that the next state convention, of which NCBEA will be involved in, will be held in Grand Rapids on Oct. 3-4.  The theme is Building Relationships, Building Bridges. Barb asked if there had been any discussion with NBEA about compiling a speaker’s bureau representing good business education and technology speakers for conventions to help states with convention planning.  Michigan’s Webinars went well.
Minnesota—Bob Murray

(Appendix M)  Minnesota’s fall convention was held in the Minneapolis and St Paul area.  Keynote speaker was Robert Stevens – founder and CEO of Geek Squad.  His address concentrated on young people.  Stevens said that if anyone is interested in having someone speak to your class, contact your local Best Buy for presenters.  Geek Squad is the largest tech support organization in the US.  There were 165 attendees at the fall convention.  Minnesota will hold its spring mini-conference on April 18.  The 2008 MBEI Spring Mini-Conference is free to all current MBEI members because of a grant.  MBEI is trying to get the college and university instructors to come to their meetings. Membership for Minnesota is at 345 as of February 2.

Missouri—Roger McMillan

(Appendix N) Roger was gone.  His report can be found on the CD.

Ohio—Vicky Ryan

(Appendix O) Vicky reported that 125 members attended their state convention.  Jamie Farr from MASH was the speaker.  OBTA partnered with Davis College to support some of the speaker costs. Next year the conference will be held near Cincinnati.  Membership is dismal – under 300 members.  Vicky was not able to get a list of business teachers from their state department.  Ohio does not have state standards.  Business education got left out when the state put together standards.  NBEA is the only association that requires members to pay for standards.  Ohio believes that they should be able to get them electronically.  Greg Valentine is upset that NBEA does not distribute standards without a cost.  A letter went to NBEA President Jim Rucker expressing it was felt that standards from NBEA would be perceived value and may be a way to increase membership.  It could be a bigger selling point than NBEA insurance.  Greg also expressed that NBEA has to recognize that the standards need to be out there for everyone to see, including administers, so they can see the pathways.  A suggested marketing strategy may be to extend a free membership to administrators.  Vicky gave away a student membership.  In Indiana, Greg said that he encourages students in the business education programs to become members of NBEA when they do their student teaching.
Wisconsin—Jen Wegner
(Appendix P) Jen reported that a successful convention was held in Eau Claire.  The 2008 convention will be in Appleton. The spring conference will be held in Waunakee.  A lot of younger members are stepping up so hopefully they will bring in the younger members.  Wisconsin is struggling to find people to serve on the Board and to find male members to serve on the Board.  The Wisconsin Department of Public Instruction will be putting more requirements for Math and Science into place.  Membership is questionable, but roughly 250 members.  President Laura Taylor indicated she was impressed with how well the round tables were attended at the Wisconsin convention.  Jen said that people have to stay and attend the round table sessions to get the CDs.
NCBEA Newsletter Editor Report—Jen Wegner

Jen reported that she has gotten many positive comments back on the new design for the newsletter.  She suggested that it would be helpful if reports submitted for the newsletter be limited to one page, Times New Roman 12 point, and no formatting – just the text. ISBE Representative Report—Pat Wissen
Pat was not in attendance.  There was no report.
NCBEA Webmaster Report—Bill Murphy

(Appendix Q)  Bill reported that it is time to renew the Website host.  Bill has registered the domain name NCBEA.com and obtained a two-year deal.  The Website can be moved over to NCBEA.com anytime during the next year.  Bill expressed a desire to give up the Webmaster position if there is someone who world like to take it over.  Bill’s feeling is that the Webmaster does not have to be a Board member.

AD HOC COMMITTEE REPORTS
Business Meeting Minutes—Barb Bielenberg

(Appendix R) Barb Bielenberg, Jody Emerson, and Barb Bartosiewicz served on the Minutes Approval Committee to review the draft of the minutes from the July 26 NCBEA Annual Business meeting held in Springfield, MO.  The minutes were approved with no changes and the form was received by the association president.

SPECIAL COMMITTEE REPORTS
Bylaws/Handbook

No report.  The bylaws in the handbook will be voted on in Michigan.
Barb Bielenberg, Jody Emerson, and Barb Bartosiewicz served on the Bylaws Committee.  Bylaws were approved and no changes were received.
Convention Planning Handbook – Maurice Henderson
(Appendix S)  Maurice reported that everyone received an electronic copy by e-mail attachment.  Maurice has received some suggestions for changes and he will still be taking suggestions until April 1.  A vote will be taken electronically and then followed up face-to-face at the next meeting.  The Board has to make a recommendation that the Web Master does not have to be a separate Board member, and it has to be voted on today.  President Laura Taylor encouraged all Board members to read the convention handbook.  Every state is different so there are alternatives given – breakfast, lunch, dinner.  Laura recommended looking at is the leadership workshop – we need to consider the cost of some of these things.  Every state will have to see if it fits with what their state could accommodate.  (Highly recommended – not required - wording.)  The handbook information is available on the CD.  Maurice asked that Board members take a look at it and make recommendations to him.
The Chair stated - We will now go back to agenda Item 15.
STANDING COMMITTEE REPORTS
Awards—Barb Bartosiewicz

Barb reported that awards forms were updated a while ago.  She will send out another e-mail reminder shortly.
Budget—Twana Hulen

(Appendix T) Twana began her report by saying the budget is not in good shape.  The current bank balance is $7,991.40.  There is no CD.  Revenue needs to increase, expenses need to decrease, or both.  Twana has been going through previous budgets to see what has been done in the past and is open to suggestions.
2009 Budget Items: Income

· Membership dues:  $10,000; we need to do some recruiting to bring in that amount.  
· Fundraisers Income:  $500; increased from 2008 amount.  Twana suggested that if each state has a fund raiser we could increase income.  
· Interest Income:  $100; decreased from 2008 amount because we have nothing invested.  Money market and CD were closed.  
· Special publications: $4,000; raised over 2008 amount because we have a new activities CD coming out.  
2009 Budget Items: Expenses:

· Administrative Board Meeting:  $7,500; decreased from 2008 amount.  To date, NCBEA has paid $5,605.62 toward administrative board meeting expenses; stipends have not been paid for this convention yet.
· Committees – Award/Recognition $200; decreased from 2008 amount.  The amount for this item depends on the number of awards NCBEA gives.  Barb Bartosiewicz questioned the amount for awards because she has spent $40 on printing and $120 for plaques.  
· Treasurer Audit Expense:  $75; decreased from 2008 amount because this year it will not be expensive.

· Professional Development shows $2,000 because that is for two years.  
· Special publication shows $1,000, but that may not be enough since they don’t know what CD production will cost.

Suggestions:

· It was questioned what is included in the NCBEA meeting at NBEA expense – the expense might include refreshments, meeting rooms.  Maybe this can be lowered.  Leave $100 there in case there are any expenses in the future.  Change the item to NCBEA facilities at NBEA
· CD ROM income is $4000.  It was suggested that the CD cost be increased from $5 to $10.  NCBEA also needs to look at other means to raise money.  Barb Bartosiewicz suggested NCBEA could sponsor a session at the state conventions in conjunction with NCBEA and charge for the session to generate income.
Discussion/suggestions regarding budget improvements:  NCBEA has sponsored baskets at the state convention fundraisers to generate income.  What is the projected amount that NCBEA needs to be to financially stable.  Should NCBEA maintain $5000 in reserve?  Is $20,000 the amount that NCBEA needs to be comfortable? In the last couple of years, the budget shows increased expenses and reduced income because NCBEA did not have a new CD to generate income.  Laura Taylor commented that her institution has contributed to her expenses to help alleviate finances needed from NCBEA.  Barb Bartosiewicz suggested forming an ad hoc committee to look into ways for NCBEA to raise some money then report back to NCBEA – Barb Bielenberg, Laura Taylor, and Kimberly Schultz met in Iowa and looked at Twana’s information.  Another suggestion is to reduce positions on the board to reduce costs.  WBITE pays board members $50 to attend Board meetings.
(Motion No. 1) – Maurice Henderson moved that NCBEA suspend the $150 Board member reimbursement for the meetings in conjunction with the NBEA convention until the treasury reaches a $15,000 balance. 
Motion did not carry
Remarks by Special Guests

Jim Rucker joined us at 9:20 and welcomed the Board to San Antonio and the NBEA convention.  There was a discussion about how NBEA figures membership numbers for states.  Jim Rucker explained that a percentage is used. Discussion also took place regarding fees charged for the NBEA standards.  Jim explained that standards are considered intellectual property and NBEA has the right to charge a fee.
(Motion No. 2) – Maurice Henderson moved that the reimbursement policy be amended for board members to be reimbursed at the charitable rate for mileage instead of the standard IRS mileage reimbursement rate.
Motion carried and goes into effect immediately.
(Motion No. 3) – Bill Murphy moved to increase the price of the CD from $5 to $10.  Barb Bielenberg moved to amend Motion No. 3 by adding: and $15 if mailed; effective with the 2008 CD.
Original motion carried.
Amendment carried.
Motion carried as amended.
Budget—Twana Hulen

Twana asked the Board how much to increase the line item on the publications with the passing of Motion No. 3.  It shouldn’t be left as originally proposed.
Other budget discussion included clarification on the amount for the membership committee budget - $300 for state plus $500 for the membership committee to use as they see fit.  We still need the $300 per state.  Do we need the full $500?  Twana will go back and work with the numbers.
Twana reported the average cost for a Board member amounted to $467 for the last Board meeting.

Legislative – Laura Taylor

(Appendix U) Laura reported that she attended the National Policy Seminar.  She said legislators are thrilled to see us there. They want to see Career and Tech supported.  Laura also serves on the NBEA Legislative committee and is considering attending the legislative session.  Laura reminded us that we need to follow up on legislative alerts. Motion carried.

Budget (Income and Expenses) – Laura Taylor

The following discussion/suggestions took place regarding budget challenges.

· The question was asked if NCBEA has a plan to enable a discussion on finances to increase income.

· Could NCBEA encourage someone to support NCBEA?
· Would Southwestern and Glencoe pay to have their logo on our website.
· Offering an NCBEA-sponsored workshop at state conference and charging a fee.
· Grant writing.
· Could NCBEA compile some of these ides when having our committee meeting.
· Have e-mail activity discussion ideas.
· The budget challenge issue may be critical enough that a separate committee needs to be assigned to investigate fund raising possibilities.  It was suggested that a committee come up with three or four good ideas that states could pick from to raise money.

· Are there any volunteers to serve on this committee?

· Sports marketing will donate.

· Laura will facilitate fund raising ideas.

· It was also suggested to do a silent auction or go outside the organization.
Restructure of Board – Laura Taylor

Laura mentioned that the Newsletter Editor is now combined with a State Representative’s position.  This helps to save on expenses.  Perhaps there are other combinations where the state representative could do two jobs or situations where all members wouldn’t have to come to every meeting.
