Call to Order—Beth Sindt
President Beth Sindt called the Administrative Board meeting to order at 7:02 p.m.
Welcome and Introductions—Beth Sindt
Beth welcomed everyone to the meeting and gave introductions.
Remarks by Special Guests

NBEA President Karen Williams welcomed the NCBEA Board to San Diego on behalf of NBEA and encouraged members to take advantage of the excellent convention sessions scheduled throughout the convention.
NBEA Executive Director Janet Treichel welcomed the board to the convention.  She thanked members for attending the conference and for their service on the NCBEA Board.

Appointment of Parliamentarian/Determination of Voting Privileges—Beth Sindt
Maurice Henderson will serve as parliamentarian for this meeting.  Maurice is a Professional Registered Parliamentarian through the National Association of Parliamentarians and is also a member of the American Institute of Parliamentarians.  The Chair will consult with the parliamentarian throughout the meeting as needed.  All members present may vote.  Any board member currently serving in more than one position will receive only one vote.  Throughout the meeting, votes will be taken by voice vote.  If a ballot vote is needed, tellers will be appointed to count the ballots.
Roll Call—Sue Elwood

Secretary Sue Elwood called the roll.  Twelve members answered role and a quorum was established.
Fall Administrative Board Minutes (October 1, 2009)—Sue Elwood

(Appendix A) Twana reported that NCBEA operated at a net profit for the 2009-2010 fiscal year.  Twana stated that Indiana’s check of $200 to go towards first-time attendees was mailed directly to NBEA headquarters so that was why it was not included in her report.

Secretary’s Report—Sue Elwood

Sue reported that the annual meeting minutes (October 30, 2009) were approved by committee and are posted to the NCBEA Website (www.ncbea.com).

President-elect—Karen Drage
Beth remarked that Karen’s plane had been canceled so she will be arriving later.
Past President’s Report—Kimberly Schultz
(Appendix C) Kimberly reported that she has been working on the past president’s gathering, which will be held on April 1.  She has received 6 RSVPs and 11 regrets.  She is developing a rubric to be used for the president’s stipend applicants.  She also reported that she worked on nominations.  Sue will be staying on as Newsletter editor; however, a replacement is needed for the Webmaster.
OTHER OFFICERS’ REPORTS
NBEA Administrative Representative Report—Maurice Henderson

(Appendix D) Maurice reported the NBEA Board has had some productive meetings since Monday (March 28).  They are in the process of reviewing the Regional Improvement Plan, which each region will be required to submit to the NBEA Board.  The Plan is made up of three parts: Membership, Member Service, and Fiscal Responsibility.  Maurice announced John Olivo, Bloomsburg University, Bloomsburg, Pennsylvania, has been elected as the next NBEA president-elect.  The NBEA Board will be meeting again on Wednesday (April 1) and will spend a good deal of time talking about membership.  They are moving forward with ideas for membership recruitment.
ISBE Representative—Pat Wissen

Pat was not present.  Beth reported that Barb Bielenberg will be taking over the ISBE Representative duties as of July 1.

Illinois—Karen Drage

(Appendix F) Karen’s report was distributed on the CD.
Indiana—Greg Valentine

(Appendix G) Greg reported that Barb Beadle was replaced by another individual who will also be leaving the Indiana Department of Education program specialist position soon.  Barb will stay in IBEA as an independent professional development consultant to assist with the fall program. The Indiana Business Education Association fall conference will be held November 19-20, 2010 at the Wyndham Airport Hotel and Conference Center, Indianapolis. A brief discussion about state requirements for personal finance followed Greg’s report.
Iowa—Jody Emerson

(Appendix H) Jody reported that the Iowa Business Education Association celebrated its 100th anniversary.  The state conferences will be held in Cedar Rapids the next two years.  The NCBEA conference will be held in Iowa in 2012.  IBEA continues to support the summer workshops.  Jody reported that Kelli Diemer and Pat Thieben from the Iowa Department of Education are attending the NBEA convention.
Michigan—Unfilled Position
There is no official Michigan representative.  Maurice and the state president are actively looking for someone to serve as Michigan representative.
Minnesota—Bob Murray

(Appendix I) Bob invited everyone to the 2010 MBEI spring conference April 16 in Eden Prairie, Minnesota, and to the MBEI/NCBEA conference September 23-24, 2010 in Bloomington, Minnesota.  MBEI is a partnering organization for AP Accounting.  An Advanced Placement Accounting workshop will be held this summer.
Missouri—Michelle Lindsey
(Appendix J) Michelle reported that there was a good turnout at their state’s fall convention.  The MoACTE/MBEA Summer Conference will be held July 26-29, 2010 in Springfield, Missouri.  The Missouri Department of Education will be offering six technology workshops throughout the summer.
Ohio—Matthew White for Christy Culver
(Appendix K) Matt reported that beginning July 1, 2010, the study of economics and financial literacy is required in either a social studies class or the content of another class.  The course does not have to be taught by a business educator.  Membership continues to be a problem. The Ohio Department of Education has chosen to be more supportive of ACTE than NBEA.  Many high school and career tech instructors do not belong to NBEA. Perkins money can be used to attend ACTE conferences, but cannot be used to attend NBEA conferences.  The 83rd OBTA Professional Development Conference will be held October 21-22, 2010 in Akron, Ohio.

Wisconsin—Debbie Stanislawski
(Appendix L) Debbie reported that each region in Wisconsin offered a one-day spring seminar.  The seminars were sponsored by WBEA, but participants did not have to be members to attend the seminars. The goal was to reach more people. The larger conference is held in the fall. The 2011 NCBEA conference will be held in Green Bay, Wisconsin.
STANDING COMMITTEE REPORTS
Awards—Jody Emerson

(Appendix M) Jody reported that four awards were presented at the fall OBTA/NCBEA conference.  She prepared for this evening’s plaque presentation to Kimberly Shultz, outgoing past-president, and Jeremy Joecks, outgoing student representative.  Awards forms can be found on the NCBEA Website (www.ncbea.com).
By-Laws—Beth Sindt
Beth has updated the bylaws with two changes that were voted on and approved at the annual business meeting in Columbus, Ohio, October 30, 2009.
Beth reminded the board members that a motion to, “change bylaw Article XI, Section 2. The bylaws shall be reviewed every year by the past president” was proposed and authorized at the board meeting in Columbus, Ohio, October 29, 2009, which will come before the membership at the 2010 MBEI/NCBEA convention.
Budget—Twana Hulen
(Appendix N) Twana prepared two versions (#1 and #2) of the NCBEA 2010-2011 budget and income statement for the board’s consideration.  Twana clarified some of the expense items.  Discussion of the budget issues followed and Twana answered a question about reimbursement to board members for meeting expenses.
(Motion No. 1) A motion by Greg Valentine, “That the NCBEA Board accept Budget Report #1 that increases the reimbursement from $150 to $200 per member for the fall meeting only,” was seconded and passed.

(Motion No. 2) A motion by Kimberly Schultz, “Move that the reimbursement amount of $150 increase to $200 per board member for the fall NCBEA board meeting beginning fall 2010,” was seconded and passed.
Legislative—Beth Sindt
Currently no one is serving as legislative representative.  Board members were encouraged to think about people in our states who might be interested in serving in that position.
Marketing/Linkages—Bob Murray
Bob and Michelle reported that the committee had not finalized plans for the CD project.  Discussion focused on ways to make the proposed activities CD fresh and appealing to business instructors and ideas were solicited from the board.  It was emphasized that the prior CD project raised more than $4,000 over a two-year period; everyone agreed that the committee should proceed with the CD project.

The Marketing and Linkages Committee with meet again to develop a plan on how to proceed with the creation of the CD.  The board agreed that the committee will give assignments to board members to gather content for the new CD through e-mail.
Membership—Maurice Henderson
Maurice expressed appreciation for all the efforts of the state membership directors when requesting membership recruitment action plans and reports.  Maurice maintained close communication with Member & Program Development Director Linda Rounsavall regarding NBEA membership recruitment initiatives.  Maurice also commented that what is happening to membership in NBEA is happening in all organizations.

Nominating—Kimberly Schultz
Kimberly announced that Dena Irwin from Indiana was elected secretary and Cathy Carruthers from Illinois was elected NBEA representative with terms to begin July 1.  The student representative will be Andrea Michetti.
Concern was raised regarding the write-in process used for a candidate for the position of president-elect.  The parliamentarian noted that our bylaws do not include a policy regarding write-ins for elections of officers.  Because of the seriousness of the position, it was stressed that the nominating committee should have been involved in the election process.
It was decided that a special election should be held with a ballot being sent by mail to NCBEA members since NCBEA bylaws do not include provisions for electronic balloting.  Sending out postcards would meet the requirement of sending ballots by mail.  Maurice will request mailing labels from the NBEA national office.  State membership directors will print post card ballots to mail to their members.  The goal is to have labels to the state membership directors by April 15 with voting taking place between April 22 and April 30.
Program of Work—Karen Drage
Karen reported that she is still working on the Program of Work.  She has been working in the area of Marketing and Linkages to promote business education.  She asked Janet Treichel if a statement could be made by NBEA in support of business education.
Publications—Sue Elwood
Sue said she would like to publish a newsletter prior to the end of the school year.  She would like to have articles by May 1.
Strategic Plan—Beth Sindt
(Appendix O)The strategic plan can be found on the NCBEA Board Meeting CD that Beth distributed at the beginning of the meeting.  The plan had to align with the NBEA strategic plan.

a. Website Payment—Beth Sindt
Payment was due for renewal of Website hosting so Beth paid $85.54 for two years because she could get a better rate.
(Motion No. 3) A motion by Maurice Henderson, “To reimburse Beth Sindt for payment for the Web site renewal,” was seconded and passed.

Maurice recommended that the Web site renewal fee be added as a line item to the budget.  This year the renewal fee will come out of miscellaneous expenses and next year it will be included as a line item.

(Appendix P) Twana distributed an income and expense report for the period ending March 27, 2010 and a four year income and expense comparison for July 1, 2006 through March 27, 2010 for the board to review.
