Call to Order—Barbara Bielenberg
President Bielenberg called the Administrative Board meeting to order at 6:05 p.m.
Roll Call—Beth Sindt

Secretary, Beth Sindt, called the roll. Seventeen members, two ex-officio members, and two guests were in attendance.

Welcome and Introductions—Barbara Bielenberg

Barb welcomed everyone to the meeting and introduced our guests—Peter Meggison, NBEA President;  Jan Treichel, NBEA Executive Director; Susan Elwood, prospective NCBEA Secretary; and Jen Wegner, the new NCBEA Wisconsin State Representative.

Jan Treichel and Peter Meggison extended greetings to the board and discussed plans for the 2007 NBEA convention in New York.
Appointment of Parliamentarian/Determination of Voting Privileges — Barbara Bielenberg

Maurice Henderson will serve as parliamentarian for this meeting.  Maurice is a Professional Registered Parliamentarian through the National Association of Parliamentarians and is also a member of the American Institute of Parliamentarians.  The Chair will consult with the parliamentarian throughout the meeting as needed.  All NCBEA board members present may vote.  Any board member currently serving in two officer positions will receive only one vote.  Throughout the meeting, votes will be taken by voice vote.  If a ballot vote is needed, tellers will be appointed to count the ballots.
Approval of Minutes (St. Louis, Missouri)
(Appendix A)  Prior to this meeting, Beth e-mailed the August 5, 2006, Administrative Board Meeting minutes (St. Louis, Missouri) to board members. There were no corrections to the minutes, and the minutes were approved as presented.
OFFICERS’ REPORTS

Since the reports will be posted on the NCBEA Web site and are included on the CDs that President Bielenberg distributed, it was recommended that reports be highlighted.  There were no objections to this procedure.

President’s Report—Barbara Bielenberg
(Appendix B)  Barb presented her report, noting that she was unable to attend the Michigan convention due to the NBEA board meeting in New York.
Secretary’s Report—Beth Sindt
Beth mentioned that we need to have a committee to approve the annual business meeting minutes.  The meeting is scheduled for Thursday, November 2, and begins at 5:15 p .m. in Plaza B on the first floor.

President Bielenberg appointed Bill Murphy, Chair; Laura Taylor; and Vicky Ryan to serve on this ad hoc Minutes Approval Committee.

Treasurer’s Report—Twana Hulen
(Appendix C)  Twana reviewed the information from her report.  Five states have provided the $200 professional member stipend for NBEA.  Past president Zeliff asked about students being able to apply for these stipends in the future.  At the present time, students cannot apply because they would not be first-time attendees when they are a professional member. 
Past-President’s Report—Nancy Zeliff
(Appendix D)  Nancy mentioned that information was in her report on the CD that has been provided by President Bielenberg.
President-Elect’s Report—Laura Taylor
(Appendix E)  Laura prepared a tentative Program of Work, which is included on the CD.

NBEA Administrative Representative Report—Maurice Henderson
Maurice was unable to attend the NBEA board meeting; therefore, Barb Bielenberg included that information in her president’s report (Appendix B).  Maurice explained the new structure of the NBEA board as follows:  regional presidents will no longer serve on the NBEA board; there will be one at-large member (nationwide); one representative from each region; the NBEA officers—president, past president, president-elect, secretary, and treasurer; an ISBE representative, elected from its membership; and a NABTE representative, selected from its membership.  The new board structure will be totally in place by 2012.
NBEA Membership Representative Report—Bill Murphy
(Appendix F)  Membership is a concern nationwide.  As of September 2006, 68 percent of the goal for NCBEA has been reached.   Sharon Fisher-Larson has pulled together all activities of the past NCBEA CDs to use for a new CD, which will be used as an incentive for membership in NBEA.  The CDs are free for new members; otherwise, current NBEA members may purchase a CD for $15.
Student Representative Report—Jamie Smith
(Appendix G)  There were no additions to Jamie’s report.
STATE REPORTS

As was the practice for the officers’ reports, the state reports will be highlighted.

Illinois—Cathy Carruthers
(Appendix H)  Cathy reported that their current membership is 463, which is more than what is stated on her report.  She reminded everyone about the activities for the NCBEA board; they are also listed on the board agenda for this meeting.  She also asked for help with the NCBEA booth.
Indiana—Greg Valentine
(Appendix I)  Greg reported that there are 349 people registered for the Indiana conference; more than 400 are expected.  This is the first year to have a registration fee—$35.
Greg also spoke about his trip to Poland for the summit on the role of Polish banks in financial literacy.

Iowa—Jody Emerson
(Appendix J)  The Iowa BEST award was started this year, with 23 IBEA members being recognized.  Iowa continues focusing on assessment through the program management committee.
Michigan—Barb Bartosiewicz
(Appendix K)  Barb reported that 167 attend the Michigan convention, which focused on high school reform. 

Maurice Henderson also mentioned that Barb Bartosiewicz received the state distinguished service award at the convention.

Minnesota—Robert (Bob) Murray
(Appendix L)  Bob mentioned that their membership is slowing increasing.
Missouri—Roger McMillian
(Appendix M)  The Missouri conference is at the Lake of the Ozarks.  The theme is SS Business—Cruising to Excellence.  The Joint conference with Missouri CTE is July 23-27, 2007.  Julie Lyman is the new state director.

Ohio—Vicky Ryan
(Appendix N)  In Cleveland 125-150 people attend the conference.  Toledo has been selected for next year’s conference on October 18 and 19, 2007.  They have selected *MASH* for the theme; Jamie Farr may be the keynote speaker.  Vicky said that the NCBEA CDs are very popular in Ohio.
Wisconsin—Jacki McDugle

(Appendix O)  This is the second year for a fall conference.  There is a spring seminar scheduled for Saturday, April 21, 2007, in Grafton.  As of this meeting, the new NCBEA representative is Jennifer Wegner.
NCBEA Newsletter Editor Report—Sharon Fisher-Larson
(Appendix P)  Sharon handed out her report and asked for input on the April 14 deadline.  She reminded the state representatives to notify the state presidents to submit reports by April 14.  This newsletter needs to be sent out earlier than usual due to the July Missouri/NCBEA conference.

(Appendix Q)  For the December deadline, Sharon handed out a list of reports/submissions she needs.

ISBE Representative Report—Heather Phillips
(Appendix R)  Heather Phillips was unable to attend the board meeting.  Her report is on the CD that President Bielenberg distributed.

NCBEA Webmaster Report—Bill Murphy
(Appendix S)  Bill mentioned that any reports received up through Tuesday morning have been posted on the Web site.  Bill also encouraged everyone to submit reports to him in a timely manner to be posted on the site.

STANDING AND AD HOC COMMITTEE MEETINGS/REPORTS

Awards—Cathy Carruthers

(Appendix T)  There is no supervisor award being given this year.  The deadline for the 2007 awards is February 1; the forms are the NCBEA Web site.
(Appendix U)  Cathy handed out proposed revisions for the Awards section of the Policies and Procedures Handbook.  The board members gave Cathy their input.

PURPOSE.  It was suggested that the awards be called the “NCBEA awards,” taking out the words “Distinguished Service” in the title.
SELECTION CRITERIA AND POLICIES
Section 1. c.  “Retired teachers are eligible for NCBEA awards but will not be eligible for NBEA awards.”
Section 1. h.  The individual awardees should submit their nominating papers to the NBEA Awards Program.
Section 2. d. and e.  These duties should be moved to the Nominating Committee’s duties.
DUTIES OF THE CHAIR
Section 2 a.-h.  These duties become the duties of the Nominating Committee.
Section 3.  (new)  “Order plaque for president.”
Section 4.  (This is the old Section 3.)

NEW BUSINESS

NCBEA Dinner Meeting at NBEA Convention
(Motion #1)—Nancy Zeliff moved to hold an optional dinner meeting in New York City and not hold an administrative board meeting.  This follows our motion’s intent in April to not have a board meeting at NBEA.  After discussing this issue, the board voted.  The motion did not pass.
(Motion #2)—Sharon Fisher-Larson moved that we hold an NCBEA Administrative Board meeting on Tuesday, April 3, 2007, at the NBEA Convention in New York.  There was discussion about the lapsed time between board meetings and the need to conduct business in April, including giving awards and recognizing outgoing board members.  The motion carried.
NBEA First-Time Stipends—Twana Hulen
Eleven applications left over from the past presidents’ stipends were received.  Three more people were called on October 27 to notify them of the stipend they will receive to attend this NCBEA/Illinois convention.
2006 NCBEA Regional Convention—Cathy Carruthers
Cathy had no further information to share about this convention.
Rotation of Conferences—Barb Bielenberg
There is no additional information about the rotation of the NCBEA conferences.
Presentation of Strategic Plan—Barb Bielenberg

(Appendix Y)  The final approval will be made in April.

Presentation of 2007-2008 Program of Work—Laura Taylor
(Appendix E)  Laura presented the 2007-2008 Program of Work.  She will be meeting with Jim Rucker in April.  Laura still needs state conference dates for 2007.
In discussing the Missouri conference, Laura mentioned that Tuesday has the most activities, with the opening session slated for 2 p.m.  The NCBEA retreat will be from 6-10 p.m. Tuesday night; the NCBEA board meeting will be 6-10 p.m. Wednesday night; and the NCBEA annual business meeting will be Thursday morning.
Approval of Policy and Procedures Handbook Changes—Maurice Henderson
Maurice stated that currently there are no changes.  There likely will be changes with awards changes.

(Motion #3)  Cathy Carruthers moved that the student representative nomination and selection become a duty of the nominating committee and that the Emerging Professional and Friend of Business Education awards be added to the Awards Committee section of the Policies and Procedures Handbook and that the Awards Committee be responsible for acquiring the president’s plaque.  The motion carried.
Recognition of Student Representative at NBEA—Cathy Carruthers

Cathy was concerned about giving recognition to the student representative if it were not accomplished during the NBEA convention.  Since it was decided to conduct a board meeting in New York at the NBEA convention, the student representative will be recognized at that time.

Appointment of Backup Person for Filing NCBEA Corporate Papers—Twana Hulen
(Motion #4)  Twana Hulen moved that we appoint Colleen Hunt from the Iowa Department of Education as a backup for Dianna Briggs for our person to file our biennial report.  The motion carried.

2009 NBEA Convention Chair Nominations (for NBEA Chicago)—Nancy Zeliff
(Appendix aa)  Nancy informed the board that NCBEA is responsible for nominating a convention chair for the 2009 NBEA convention to be held in Chicago.

(Motion #5)  The NCBEA Nominating Committee moves to forward the names of Maurice Henderson, Sharon Kosek, and Nancy Zeliff to NBEA for consideration as 2009 Convention Chair.  The motion carried.

Before adjournment, President Bielenberg reminded everyone of the NCBEA functions for this convention as written on the agenda.
