Call to Order—Sue Reid

President Sue Reid called the meeting to order at 4:45 pm by welcoming everyone and asking attendees to introduce themselves. Thirteen members were present at the meeting. Glenda distributed minutes from the last Annual Business Meeting in Red Wing, Minnesota on October 5, 2001 (Appendix B). Sue accepted the minutes as presented.

Bylaws/Handbook—Joyce McGrath


Joyce distributed the list of “Proposed Changes to the Bylaws” (Appendix I ) and asked if there were questions. Information about the newsletter advertising manager was deleted as that position has been eliminated.

Legislative—Matt Hankins


Matt opened discussion about possibly changing Program of Work Categories 8-13 and decided to keep as is. He also emphasized the importance of having legislators who are friends of business education and NCBEA members who involve themselves in legislative action (Appendix J). Matt believes involvement in legislative matters is very important to business education. 

Marketing/Linkages—Bob Murray


Bob reported that the CD and book have been very popular sellers. NCBEA agreed to do a third edition. All members were encouraged to submit ideas for the book; the ideas should align with the national standards. 

Publications—Barb Bielenberg

Electronic newsletters (Appendix K) have replaced the printed, paper ones because of the rising mailing costs. State representatives should send the newsletter to their membership. Barb sends the document to NBEA board members. State presidents will be featured in the next edition. An updated version of the NCBEA brochure will be available soon. 

Comprehensive Leadership Workshop—Joyce McGrath

Joyce reported that the Legislative seminar (Appendix L) presented by Pam Rewey, Lobbyist, Wisconsin School Board Association, and Marlene Stout, Chair, NBEA Legislative Committee was excellent. She thanked Matt Hankins for his help with the technology. 

Student Representative—Sara McCallister

Sara was unable to attend the meeting but she sent a report (Appendix M) and thanked everyone for the opportunity to serve business education.

Unfinished Business

Bylaws Report—Joyce McGrath and Sharon Kosek

The bylaws (Appendix I) were updated and published in the February NCBEA newsletter. 

1. Chairman became Chair

2. Article 6, 2f reads: The president and executive director of the NBEA and  the representative of ISBE from the North Central region shall act as ex-officio, non voting members.
3. Article 7, c second sentence changed to: The committee shall consist of at least all eight state representatives, the student representative, and one NBEA representative. The NBEA representative shall serve as chair.
4. Article 7, f changed to: the Program of Work Committee shall develop and monitor a program of work to promote business education in the region (delete through an effective long-range planning program).
5. Article 7, h remove all reference to a newsletter advertising manager.

6. Article 7, i delete: The plan will be reviewed and updated on an annual basis; add: The committee shall consist of the president, president-elect, past president, treasurer, and at least three other members of the Administrative Board. The president shall serve as chair and the president-elect shall serve as vice-chair. 
7. Article 8, Section 2c delete must have in the second sentence

Joyce McGrath moved that the changes be accepted; Arlene Vlahos seconded; motion carried (Appendix N).

New Business

Announcements—Sue Reid

The next Administrative Board retreat will be held in Chicago on August 8—11.

John Lightle is the next NBEA president; the convention will be held in Chicago, Illinois and NCBEA will be the host region. 

Sue Reid will chair the Registration desk in Chicago.

Joyce McGrath thanked NCBEA for her time on the Board; this will be her last meeting.

Sue Reid announced that Maurice Henderson is running for NCBEA treasurer. Ballots will be counted on May 2 and notification about the winner will be announced immediately after the count.

President Reid presented certificates of appreciation to those going off the Board and thanked everyone for their hard work. Sue stated that she cherished her time with NCBEA. 

Sue Reid passed the gavel to Matt Hankins, the new NCBEA president.
