The NCBEA annual business meeting was held in the Illinois Room at the University Plaza in Springfield, Missouri, during the joint NCBEA/MBEA convention.  The meeting was called to order at 7:18 a.m. by President Laura Taylor.  There were approximately 40 members present.
WELCOME AND INTRODUCTIONS

President Laura Taylor welcomed everyone to the annual business meeting and introduced the NCBEA board members who were present.

GREETINGS—NBEA PRESIDENT
Jim Rucker brought greetings on behalf of the executive board of NBEA.  He encouraged members to become active at the “next level,” and he invited everyone to next year’s convention in San Antonio.

STAR means Setting the stage, Timeline, Assessment, and Resources.
