The NCBEA annual business meeting was held in the International Ballroom at the Adam’s Mark in Indianapolis, Indiana, during the joint NCBEA/IBEA convention.  The meeting was called to order at 3:15 p.m. by President Nancy Zeliff.

President Zeliff introduced our NBEA Executive Director Dr. Janet Treichel who brought greetings and invited members to the NBEA convention April 12-15 in Tampa, Florida.  She also mentioned that the October Forum will be coming out a little later than usual and will have new information about the convention.  The National Standards are being revised; the third edition will be out next September.  Maurice Henderson is the NCBEA representative on that committee.  NBEA is working with three universities to offer an online methods course for business teacher education.

For this meeting, President Zeliff appointed Maurice Henderson as parliamentarian.  He is a Professional Registered Parliamentarian through the National Association of Parliamentarians and also a member of the American Institute of Parliamentarians.

All NCBEA members present are eligible to vote.  The Minutes Approval Committee for this meeting will be Larry Pagel, Chair; Barb Bielenberg, and Sharon Fisher-Larson.

OFFICERS’ REPORTS
All officers’ reports are posted online at www.ncbea.net.  In the interest of time, the Chair recognized the officers who had information to be formally presented.

(Appendix A)  Maurice Henderson, treasurer, addressed the audit.  The Balance Statement on June 30, 2005, was $26,084.65.  The Balance Statement on November 9, 2005, is $25,815.53.
NBEA REPRESENTATIVES
Sharon Fisher-Larson mentioned that the next NBEA convention sites include New York, San Antonio, and Chicago.

NCBEA NEWSLETTER EDITOR

Sharon Fisher-Larson will become the new editor of the newsletter and will be getting help from Barb Bielenberg.  December 16 is the deadline for getting information to Sharon for the next newsletter.

STANDING COMMITTEES’ REPORTS
Awards—There are two awards being given this year—secondary level and university/collegiate level.  The deadline for next year’s award winners is May 1.  NCBEA Distinguished Service Awards forms can be found on our Web site:  www.ncbea.net and in the newsletter.

Budget—The budget was adopted by the board in March.
Legislative—Sharon Kosek mentioned that Illinois can count Accounting as a math credit.  All other information can be found on her report.
Nominations—The positions that are open are President-Elect, Treasurer, and NBEA Administrative Representative.  The deadline for nominations is December 20.  These are 3-year positions; the treasurer position does not require that the person be a former Administrative Board member.
Publications—Creativity for YOU in the Classroom is the title for the next NCBEA CD.  Anyone can submit activities to Sharon Fisher-Larson by May 1, 2006.  In the last six years, profits through fundraising efforts have been $16,000.

Bylaws and Standing Rules—On October 14, 2004, the Administrative Board approved a bylaws change that would add the Webmaster onto the Administrative Board.
