M I N U T E S

November 2, 2006
Note:  All documents mentioned as appendixes were distributed to NCBEA members and are attached to the original set of these minutes, which are filed in the Secretary’s Handbook.

The NCBEA annual business meeting was held in Plaza B Room at the Crowne Plaza in Springfield, Illinois, during the joint NCBEA/IBEA convention.  The meeting was called to order at 5:18 p.m. by President Barbara Bielenberg.  There were 26 voting members present.
GREETINGS—NBEA EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR AND NBEA PRESIDENT
Dr. Janet Treichel, NBEA executive director, mentioned the many initiatives going on with NBEA—revising national standards, discussing AP accounting course at the high school level, and creating (or reactivating) a business honor society for high school students.

Peter Meggison, NBEA president, spoke of the upcoming NBEA convention in New York and invited everyone to attend and stay for a visit.

APPOINTMENT OF PARLIAMENTARIAN/DETERMINATION OF VOTING PRIVILEGES
For this meeting, President Bielenberg appointed Maurice Henderson as parliamentarian.  He is a Professional Registered Parliamentarian through the National Association of Parliamentarians and also a member of the American Institute of Parliamentarians.

All NCBEA members present are eligible to vote. Throughout the meeting, votes will be taken by voice vote.  A majority vote is required for adoption of all motions unless otherwise required by our bylaws or parliamentary authority.  Motions sheets are available from the secretary if any member would like to make a motion.  All motions must be written and submitted to the Chair.

APPOINTMENT OF 2006 MINUTES APPROVAL COMMITTEE
President Bielenberg appointed the following members to serve on the 2006 Minutes Approval Committee:  Bill Murphy, Chairman; Laura Taylor; and Vicky Ryan.  This ad hoc committee is responsible for approving the minutes of this annual business meeting.

APPROVAL OF NOVEMBER 11, 2005, MINUTES
The minutes of the NCBEA annual business meeting held on November 11, 2005, in Indianapolis, Indiana, were approved by the Minutes Approval Committee—Barb Bielenberg, Larry Pagel, and Sharon Fisher-Larson.  A copy of the minutes can be obtained online at the NCBEA Web site at www.ncbea.net.
OFFICERS’ REPORTS
All officers’ reports are posted online at www.ncbea.net.  In the interest of time, the Chair recognized the officers who had information to be formally presented.  There are copies of some reports on the table at the back of the meeting room.
Twana Hulen, treasurer, stated that there are hard copies of the budget and income statement and they are also online.
Maurice Henderson, NBEA administrative representative, clarified that his report on the NBEA board meeting can be found on the President’s Report.
Bill Murphy, NBEA membership representative, encouraged everyone in the room to promote membership in NBEA.  Barb also stated that it’s best to ask people to join NBEA and to try to give at least one person a membership form.

Newsletter Editor Sharon Fisher-Larson mentioned that the next newsletter submission deadline is December 15.  Anyone can submit items.  Barb asked that submitters send a digital photo to be published with the articles.
Webmaster Bill Murphy said the reports are on the Web and being archived there.  He also would like to know who served as an NCBEA president so that list can also be on the Web site.
STANDING COMMITTEES’ REPORTS
The NCBEA Distinguished Service Awards forms are online.  Please make your nominations soon, as the deadline for the forms to be returned to Cathy Carruthers is February 1, 2007.  There will be four awards given during tomorrow’s awards luncheon.
Legislative information—Perkins information through ACTE is on the Web site.  More information will be available after the convention.

Nancy Zeliff, nominations committee chair, discussed the two positions that will be open this year—the 2007-2008 president-elect position and the 2007-2010 secretary position.

Publications Chair Sharon Fisher-Larson indicated that the 4th edition of the CD includes activities from all eight states of the NCBEA.  She also mentioned the special membership incentive CD publication, which includes activities from the previous CDs.
AD HOC COMMITTEES’ REPORTS

Bylaws/Handbook.  During our previous meetings in Indianapolis, Tampa Bay, and St. Louis, the Administrative Board approved several bylaws changes to be presented to the membership at this annual meeting.  The section of the Policies and Procedures Handbook for convention planning is still being updated.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS
Bylaws Amendments.  The first bylaw amendment is to amend Article 9, Meetings, Section 4, by striking out “NBEA” and inserting “NCBEA.”  It would read:  An NCBEA convention will be held in conjunction with and according to the rotation plan adopted by the NCBEA.  
By unanimous vote, the amendment is adopted.
The next bylaw amendment is to amend Article 6, Executive Committee & Administrative Board, Section 1, Executive Committee, by adding “g. Communications/Convention Representative.”   It would read:

The Executive Committee will consist of:

a. President

b. President-elect

c. Secretary

d. Treasurer

e. Immediate past president

f. Senior NBEA representative

g. Communications/Convention Representative
Discussion included concerns about the additional costs associated with having another board member.  Some attendees thought more money should go into services provided to members and not the expenses of the board.
Discussion also included concerns about information getting passed on to new board members.  Those board members responsible for passing information on to others don’t always follow through, so there is no consistency.  Because of other commitments board members have, some NCBEA duties don’t get the attention they need.
A hand vote was requested at the same time a written ballot vote was requested.  The membership voted to use a written ballot.  President Bielenberg informed the membership to write “Yes” in favor of adopting the amendment or “No” to oppose the adoption of the amendment.

Cynthia Green, NBEA past president, and Peter Meggison, NBEA president, counted the ballots.  The results are as follows:

The amendment is not adopted.
The next bylaw amendment is to amend Article 7, Committees, Section 1H, Publications Committee.  The current bylaws read as follows:  “The Publications committee shall monitor the publication of the NCBEA newsletter. The committee shall consist of the newsletter editor, the president, and at least one other administrative board member. The newsletter editor shall serve as chair.”

If it is adopted, it would be stated as Article 7, Committees, Section 1H, Publications Committee,
h. Publications Committee.  The Publications Committee shall monitor the publication of the NCBEA newsletter and the special publication.  Members of this committee will include the two NBEA representatives, the newsletter editor, the webmaster, and the Past President.  The President shall appoint one of the committee members to serve as chair.  The Marketing Linkages Committee will be charged with the distribution and sales of the publication.”   

By unanimous vote, the amendment is adopted.

The final bylaw amendment is to amend Article 7, Committees, Section 1, Standing Committees, by adding the following:

j. Bylaws and Standing Rules Committee.  The bylaws and standing rules committee shall be composed of at least three (3) members, including the past president who will serve as chair and the Administrative Representative to NBEA. The bylaws and standing rules committee shall:

1) consider, edit, and/or correlate such bylaw amendments and standing rules as it may originate and as are referred to it by the administrative board, officers, or individual member; 

2) verify that bylaw amendments and standing rules are not in conflict with any higher governing authority; 

3) present to NCBEA members changes to the bylaws or standing rules necessitated by amendments made in NBEA policies; 

4) send proposed bylaw amendments with recommendations to the NCBEA newsletter editor for inclusion with the call to the NCBEA convention; 

5) review past minutes to determine if changes are needed to the bylaws or standing rules; 

6) review and update the NCBEA Policies & Procedures Handbook as needed; and, 

7) send a copy of the current bylaws to the NBEA headquarters.

By unanimous vote, the amendment is adopted.
NBEA PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT PARTNERSHIP STIPEND PROGRAM
Sharon Fisher-Larson mentioned the NCBEA stipends and suggested that members read her report from board meeting.  Maurice Henderson also discussed the NBEA Professional Development Stipends.  All first-time convention attendees should apply for these stipends.
ANNOUNCEMENTS

Besides the announcements that are printed on the agenda, Jan Treichel mentioned that the president-elect for NBEA will be coming from NCBEA.  The information is in President Bielenberg’s report.  
As Parliamentarian, Maurice Henderson clarified that when voting by a written ballot, the president is also allowed to vote.  This is not the case with a voice vote.
