MINUTES
October 2, 2008

The NCBEA annual business meeting was held in the Grand Gallery D of the DeVos Place Convention Center, Grand Rapids, Michigan, during the joint NCBEA/MBEA annual convention.  The meeting was called to order at 3:40 p.m. by President Kimberly Schultz.  There were approximately 40 members present.

WELCOME AND INTRODUCTIONS
President Kimberly Schultz welcomed everyone to the annual business meeting and introduced the NCBEA board members and special guests who were present.

Sharon Fisher-Larson, NBEA President, brought greetings on behalf of the executive board of NBEA and invited members to attend the NBEA convention to be held in Chicago, Illinois, April 7-11, 2009.

Janet Treichel, NBEA Executive Director, brought greetings from the national association.  She thanked everyone for continued membership and support of NBEA and hopes to see members in Chicago for the NBEA convention in April.
APPOINTMENT OF PARLIAMENTARIAN/DETERMINATION OF VOTING PRIVILEGES
For this meeting, President Schultz appointed Barb Bielenberg as parliamentarian.

All NCBEA members present are eligible to vote. Throughout the meeting, votes will be taken by voice vote.  A majority vote is required for adoption of all motions unless otherwise required by our bylaws or parliamentary authority.  Motion sheets are available from the secretary if any member would like to make a motion.  All motions must be written and submitted to the Chair.

APPROVAL OF JULY 26, 2007, MINUTES

The minutes of the NCBEA annual business meeting held on July 25, 2007, in Springfield, Missouri, were approved by the Minutes Approval Committee. A copy of the minutes can be obtained online at the NCBEA Web site at www.ncbea.com.

OFFICERS’ REPORTS

All officers’ reports are posted online at www.ncbea.com.  In the interest of time, the Chair recognized the officers who had information to be formally presented.  There are copies of some reports on the table at the back of the meeting room.

Twana Hulen, Treasurer, reported that as of the time of this meeting we have received $149 from the 50/50 fund raiser and $198 on chances for the NCBEA Board cash drawing.

Beth Sindt, President-Elect, reported that she prepared for the 50/50 fund raiser and was going through the Program of Work.
Laura Taylor, Past President, reported that she attended all of the north central state conferences last year.  She will be soliciting nominations for president elect, treasurer, and student representative.  Applications and information are available on the NCBEA Website (www.ncbea.com).  She will be sending information out to the states.

STANDING COMMITTEES’ REPORTS

Awards - Jody Emerson reminded everyone that the updated awards nomination papers are on the NCBEA Website (www.ncbea.com) and encouraged everyone to visit the Web site and submit nominations.  The awards will be given in October 2009 in Columbus, Ohio.
Bylaws and Standing Rules – Beth Sindt reported that proposed changes to the Bylaws will be posted on the Web site (www.ncbea.com).  Beth explained that the Board has authorized and approved a proposed change to the bylaws that amendments to the bylaws require notification of proposed changes to NCBEA members 30 days in advance of the business meeting in place of the current two weeks.  Voting on the proposed change will take place in October 2009 at the Annual Meeting.
Budget – Twana Hulen presented the budget and reported that the 2008-2009 budget was approved by the Board.
Legislative - Laura Taylor encouraged members to vote.  She encouraged everyone to stay in contact with their legislators.  She emphasized that communication is important and reminded members there is a link to ACTE on the Website to assist members in advocating for business/career and technical education.
Marketing/Linkages – Vicky Ryan reported that a new CD, Reach for the STARS!, will be available soon.

Membership – Everyone was asked to encourage membership in the state, regional, and national business education associations. The more we are, the stronger we are.
Nominating - Laura Taylor encouraged members that if they know someone or they are interested in becoming an NCBEA officer to fill out the applications.
Publications - Kimberly Schultz reported that NCBEA plans to publish shorter newsletters more often. The newsletter is to include focus items and will be rolled out in October or November.
Strategic Plan - Kimberly Schultz reported that she has gone through the plan and will make sure the updates are posted on the Website.
