MINUTES
October 30, 2009
Note:  All documents mentioned as appendixes were distributed to NCBEA members and are attached to the original set of these minutes, which are filed in the Secretary’s Handbook.

The NCBEA annual business meeting was held in Salons I-II of the Courtyard by Marriott – Columbus West, Columbus, Ohio, during the joint OBTA/NCBEA annual conference.  The meeting was called to order at 2:40 p.m. by President Beth Sindt.  There were approximately 15 members present.

WELCOME AND INTRODUCTIONS
President Beth Sindt welcomed everyone to the annual business meeting and introduced the NCBEA board members and special guests who were present.

APPOINTMENT OF PARLIAMENTARIAN/DETERMINATION OF VOTING PRIVILEGES
For this meeting, President Sindt appointed Karen Drage as parliamentarian.

All NCBEA members present are eligible to vote. Throughout the meeting, votes will be taken by voice vote.  A majority vote is required for adoption of all motions unless otherwise required by our bylaws or parliamentary authority.  Motion sheets are available from the secretary if any member would like to make a motion.  All motions must be written and submitted to the Chair.

APPROVAL OF OCTOBER 2, 2008, MINUTES

The minutes of the NCBEA annual business meeting held on October 2, 2008, in Grand Rapids, Michigan, were approved by the Minutes Approval Committee. A copy of the minutes can be obtained online at the NCBEA Web site at www.ncbea.com.

President Sindt appointed a committee, which includes Jody Emerson, Karen Drage, and Bob Murray, that will be responsible for approving the minutes of this annual business meeting.

OFFICERS’ REPORTS

All officers’ reports are posted online at www.ncbea.com.  In the interest of time, the Chair recognized the officers who had information to be formally presented.  There are copies of some reports on the table at the back of the meeting room.
Beth Sindt, President, reported that she had attended sessions at Wisconsin, Missouri, and Iowa.  Representing Beth for NCBEA at two of the state conventions were Bob Murray, Minnesota State Representative, at Minnesota and Karen Drage, Illinois State Representative, at Michigan.  Beth also reported that she was corresponding with Karen Williams, NBEA President, regarding the strategic plan.  Beth also updated the Board Directory.
Kimberly Schultz, Past President, reported that she was working on the Program of Work.  She hosted the past president’s breakfast held at this convention.  She awarded one $200 first-time attendee stipend.  Kimberly will be soliciting nominations for the various Board positions.  Nomination forms and information are available on the NCBEA Web site (www.ncbea.com).  She will be sending information to the states.

STANDING COMMITTEES’ REPORTS

Awards—Jody Emerson reported that she had completed all of the necessary work for this year’s award nominations.  She will be forwarding all the awards materials to the next awards chair.
Bylaws and Standing Rules – Karen Drage reported that proposed changes to the Bylaws will be posted on the Web site (www.ncbea.com).  Karen reported that the Board has authorized and approved a proposed change to the bylaws Article XI, Section 2: The bylaws shall be reviewed every year by the past president.  Voting on the proposed change will take place at the 2010 Annual Business Meeting.
Legislative—Beth remarked that NCBEA is trying to find someone to serve as legislative representative.
Marketing/Linkages—Bob Murray reported that state representatives may sell the CDs at a discount to reduce inventory.  Bob also reported that the committee discussed producing a new CD using a new approach that may include more technology-based activities.
Membership—Everyone was asked to encourage membership in the state, regional, and national business education associations. Everyone on the Board must take an active role in recruitment for membership.
Nominating—Kimberly Schultz encouraged members to send her names for nominations.  She will be soliciting nominations for President-elect, NBEA Representative, and Student Representative.  Officer nomination forms and information are available on the NCBEA Web site (www.ncbea.com).
Publications—Sue Elwood reported that she had just taken over the position as Newsletter Editor.  She will be using a similar format to the previous year, but focusing on bimonthly, rather than monthly publications.
Strategic Plan—Beth Sindt reported that she has gone through the plan with Karen Williams and will assure updates are posted on the NCBEA Web site (www.ncbea.com) once they are approved.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS

There was no unfinished business.

NEW BUSINESS
Beth suggested that we might be able to find out how other regions organize their boards, specifically with respect to membership directors' duties.  For example, are they responsible for holding other positions at the same time they are membership directors (i.e. newsletter editor, treasurer, secretary, Webmaster, president, president elect, etc.)?  This could be discussed at the spring administrative board meeting.
Beth also announced that electronic presentations from the conference sessions will be posted on the NCBEA Web site (www.ncbea.com).

Beth read the proposed NCBEA Bylaw amendments.
During the Administrative Board Meeting in Grand Rapids, Michigan, on October 1, 2008, the Bylaws and Standing Rules Committee moved to add a new section, to become Section 5, to Article IX of the bylaws entitled “Electronic Meetings and Voting.” The content should read, “The Administrative Board, Executive Board, Standing Committees, and Special Committees are authorized to meet by telephone conference or through other electronic communications media so long as all members may simultaneously hear each other and participate during the meeting. Electronic voting may be used for NCBEA business as needed.”
There was no discussion.  Motion passed.

During the Administrative Board Meeting in Grand Rapids, Michigan, on October 1, 2008, the Bylaws and Standing Rules Committee moved to change the words “two weeks” to “30 days” in the statement found in #4 of Article XI, Section 1, which will read as follows: “Amendments to the bylaws require approval of the Administrative Board, notification of NCBEA members 30 days in advance of the business meeting, and a majority vote of members present at the business meeting.”

There was no discussion.  Motion passed.
ANNOUNCEMENTS 
Bob Murray announced that the 2010 joint MBEI/NCBEA conference will be held September 23 and 24 at the Sheraton Bloomington Hotel.  He will assure that the planning committee solicits input from NCBEA.
It was announced that there will be an AP Accounting Training Session prior to the 2010 NBEA Convention.  Training begins Saturday, March 27 at 6:00 p.m. and ends Tuesday, March 30 at 2:00 p.m.  Information is available on the NBEA Web site (www.nbea.org).
Visitor Eileen Wascisin announced the WBEA Conference will be held on February 12-15, 2010, at Circus Circus in Reno, Nevada.  Full information about the conference can be found on their Web site (www.wbite.org)

The spring administrative board meeting will be held Tuesday evening, March 30, 2010, at the NBEA Convention in San Diego, California.
